When printing this pattern it is important to print Printing |nStI'u Ctions

it full size. When you bring up the print dialog

box look in the “Page Sizing & Handling”
section. Make sure the “Actual Size” is selected
before you hit print.

You also only need to print the page/s you
need. After the print dialog opens look for the
“Pages to Print” section. You can print the
current page or a range of pages. This will help
save ink by not printing the title/instruction
pages.

IMPORTANT

The fence plank
was to down to
24” long and 5.5” wide.









1/4” Thick

Cut the black lines

Glue these together for a 1/2” thick nose.
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Put the letters on the fence plank
first to make sure you have enough
room. Then nail the gnome head
above the letters.
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
